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For the past 5 weeks we have been studying, “What the Resurrected Earth will be like,” and today will be shifting gears to see what the Bible says about, “What will our lives be like on the new Earth?”  

 

We will have a much better understanding of what will our lives be like after we answer the following six questions. Each of these 6 questions be become its own sermon. Today’s, message is simply to provide a basic overview” 

 

On the new Earth 

 

1. Will we be ourselves? 

 

A. Disembodied spirits, are not who they once were. 

 

In Dickens’ A Christmas Carol, Ebenezer scrooge was terrified when he saw a ghost. 

“Who are you?” Scrooge asked. 

“Ask me who I was,” the ghost replied 

“Who were you then?” sad Scrooge… 

“In life I was your partner, Jacob Marley.” 

 

In the 1984 science fiction film 2010: the year we make contact, David Bowman appears in ghostly form. When asked who he is, he replies, “I was David Bowman.” 

 

B. Resurrected bodies however, are exactly the same person 

 

Job said, “In my flesh I will see God…I, and not another.”  

                                                                      Job 19:26-27 

 

The risen Jesus said, “Look at my hands and my feet. It is I myself! Touch me and see; a ghost does not have flesh and bones, as you see I have.” Luke 24:39 

 

Yes. Continuity of identity requires a bodily resurrection. 

 

2. What will our bodies be like? 

 

God decided what you would originally look like. 

“I will praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made.”  

Ps 139:14 

 

God will decide what our perfect bodies look like.  Different heights and weights seem as likely as different skin color. 

 

Racial, sexual, too some degree even cultural identities will continue. 

 

“After this I looked and there before me was a great multitude that no one could count, from every nation, tribe, people and language, standing before the throne and in front of the Lamb.” Rev 7:9 

 

After His resurrection Jesus’ body had the ability to: 

Appear suddenly – coming through a locked door - John 20:19 

Disappear – from the sight of the two disciples at Emmaus –  

Luke 24:31 

Fly – He defied gravity and ascended into the air. Acts 1:9 

 

Christ, “will transform our lowly bodies so that they will be like his glorious body.” Phil 3:21 

 

What will our bodies be like? 

The Bible doesn’t say but I do believe that if we saw Adam and Eve as they were in Eden, they would likely take our breath away.  

If they would have seen us as we are now, they likely would have been filled with shock and pity. 

3. Will we eat and drink? 

“When he had said this, he showed them his hands and feet. And while they still did not believe it because of joy and amazement, he asked them, "Do you have anything here to eat?" They gave him a piece of broiled fish, and he took it and ate it in their presence.” Luke 24:40-43 

 

On another occasion, the resurrected Jesus invited his disciples, “Come and have breakfast.” 

 

He prepared them a meal and then ate bread and fish with them. John 21:4-14 

 

He proved that resurrected bodies are capable of eating food, real food. 

 

“And I confer on you a kingdom, just as my Father conferred one on me, so that you may eat and drink at my table in my kingdom” Luke 22:29-30 

 

“On this mountain the LORD Almighty will prepare a feast of rich food for all peoples, a banquet of aged wine, the best of meats and the finest of wines.” Isaiah 25:6 

 

“I say to you that many will come from the east and the west, and will take their places at the feast with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven. But the subjects of the kingdom will be thrown outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” Matthew 8:11-12
